Check-in will begin at
6:00 p.m. All students will select taking the
course (1) in person by attending classes in the
ORM Studio inTulsa, Oklahoma, or (2) taking
the course on the Internet, or (3) by DVD.
Requirements are exactly the same for each
option. Enrollment fee varies according to the
class enrollment selected (see enrollment form).
